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Extract from Section 106 Planning Conditions

The Forum 
Unless otherwise approved in writing by the Council to convene a meeting of the Forum no less frequently than once every six (6) months following the Commencement of Development having regard to and in accordance with the provisions of Schedule 2 to this Deed PROVIDED THAT the Forum shall be responsible for (among other things) reviewing monitoring and seeking opportunities to enhance (as the case may be) the effectiveness of the ASAS the Biodiversity Plan and the Noise Management Plan PROVIDED FURTHER THAT for the avoidance of any doubt neither the ASAS nor the Noise Management Plan shall be changed without the express written approval of the Owner

To ensure that the minutes of each meeting of the Forum are published on the official web-site of the Airport

ASAS

No later than three (3) months after the Terminal Opening to prepare and submit the ASAS to the Council for approval PROVIDED THAT the ASAS as submitted to the Council shall be in accordance with the ATF/ASAS Guidance and shall include (without limitation) the following matters:

a car parking strategy to provide for the implementation of car parking to meet residual passenger and employee demand with regard to modal shift targets and the passenger throughput from time to time of the Terminal;

Measures to encourage an increase in public transport accessibility to and from the Terminal;

Initial modal shift targets (on the basis that subsequent targets shall be set by the Forum from time to time);

Subject to first obtaining any necessary consents proposals for the provision on the Land of facilities for users of public transport (including without limitation bus stands); and

Proposals for the display of public transport information in respect of the Terminal on all relevant staff and passenger notice boards

No later than one (1) month after the Council’s approval pursuant to sub-Clause 4.8.1 to implement the approved ASAS

Not to Operate the Terminal other than in accordance with the approved ASAS and any approved changes to it unless otherwise approved in writing by the Council

Not to amend the approved ASAS without the further written approval of the Council

Noise Management Plan
From the Terminal Opening not to Operate the Terminal or the Airport (as the case may be) other than in accordance with the Noise Management Plan (as amended from time to time) PROVIDED THAT for the avoidance of any doubt this Clause 4.9 shall not apply to the Development

Not to Commence the Development unless a senior manager within the employ of the Owner has been appointed as the Noise Manager who shall have responsibility for co-ordinating and progressing delivery of the Noise Management Plan

Annual Report 
To submit to the Forum the Annual Report which shall include (without limitation) a summary report on each of the following matters? 

The effectiveness of the implementation of the ASAS and any targets which have been achieved by it;
The effectiveness of the Biodiversity Plan; 

Noise complaints received from the public associated with the operation of the Terminal and the aviation activities being carried on at the Airport together with a summary of any response sent in respect of such complaints; 

The effectiveness of the Noise Management Plan including a summary of any contravention of the provisions of Schedule 1 to this Deed together with a summary of any action taken by the Owner in respect of it; 

The total number of air transport movements (by aircraft category as returned to the CAA) from the Airport in the relevant twelve (12) month period following the Terminal Opening to which the report relates; and

A copy of the written record prepared by the Owner pursuant to Paragraph 7 of Schedule 1 to this Deed

To submit to the Forum the first Annual Report no later than twelve (12) months after the Terminal Opening and each subsequent Annual Report shall be submitted to the Forum within two (2) months of each subsequent anniversary of that date

Ecology
Not to Commence the Development until the Habitat Scheme has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Council PROVIDED THAT the Habitat Scheme as submitted to the Council shall include (without limitation) the following matters:-

A programme for its implementation;

A proposal to either (1) provide (and subsequently manage) the Replacement Site or (2) pay the Habitat Contribution to the Council in lieu of the provision (and management) of the Replacement Site

Unless otherwise approved in writing by the Council to Substantially Complete the Habitat Scheme in accordance with the programme approved pursuant to sub-Clause 

At any time after the Commencement of Development but no later than three (3) months after Commencement of Development to submit the Biodiversity Plan to the Council for its approval PROVIDED THAT the Biodiversity Plan as submitted to the Council shall include:-

A programme for its implementation;

Proposals to identify maintain and manage/monitor any features of biodiversity interest (including existing habitats and any new habitats which are created from time to time) within the boundary of the Airport (but excluding the Development); and

Proposals to identify maintain and manage/monitor any features of biodiversity interest (including existing habitats and any new habitats which are created from time to time) within the Replacement Site but only if the Owner elects to provide the Replacement Site pursuant to the Habitat Scheme

No later than three (3) months after the Council has approved the Biodiversity Plan pursuant to sub-Clause 4.11.3 of this Deed to implement the Biodiversity Plan in accordance with the agreed programme PROVIDED THAT for the avoidance of any doubt the Owner shall only be required to implement the Biodiversity Plan in respect of the Replacement Site if it elects to provide the Replacement Site as part of the Habitat Scheme which is approved by the Council pursuant to sub-Clause 4.11.1 of this Deed

To provide the Forum with a copy of the approved Biodiversity Plan at the first meeting of the Forum after such approval and to afford the Forum a reasonable opportunity to comment upon the approved Biodiversity Plan PROVIDED THAT for the avoidance of any doubt in doing so the Owner shall have regard to any comments which are received from the Forum pursuant to this sub-Clause but only insofar as they relate to interests which are confined within the boundary of the Airport
To review the Biodiversity Plan within two (2) months of each anniversary of its approval by the Council pursuant to sub-Clause 4.11.3 of this Deed PROVIDED THAT each such review shall have regard to any comments which are received in writing from the Forum in the relevant year to which the review relates PROVIDED FURTHER THAT if the review identifies possible enhancements to the Biodiversity Plan the Owner shall use reasonable endeavours to implement those enhancements as soon as reasonably practicable but only insofar as they would not adversely affect or compromise the aviation-related operations (or other lawful activities) which are being carried on at the Airport from time to time
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
