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Section 106 Agreement - Schedule 2

The Forum

1.
AIMS AND PURPOSE
The aim of the Forum is to provide an effective body for the discussion of all matters concerning the development or operation of the Airport which have an impact on wildlife (on and off-site), the surrounding environment, the users of the Airport and on people living and working in the surrounding area.
The work of the Forum should be seen as a positive and interactive process through which the concerns of interested parties can be taken into account with the object of allowing the efficient operation of the Airport while moderating its impact on local communities.  It should be seen as a means of keeping all interested parties adequately informed of matters affecting them, providing an opportunity to reconcile differences of view that may arise and for resolving difficulties through agreed voluntary action.

TERMS OF REFERENCE

To monitor the environmental impact of all aspects of the operation of the Airport (including the ASAS and the Noise Management Plan) and to advise on operating procedures resulting from such monitoring with a view to minimising noise or other pollution from whatever source.
To advise from time to time on the need for any revision to the ASAS and the Noise Management Plan.

To monitor and review the effectiveness of the Biodiversity Plan and to comment from time to time on the need for any revision to be made to it.
To monitor the effectiveness of the public noise complaints procedure, as adopted by the Owner from time to time.
To consider any matter that the Owner might raise with the Forum as well as issues arising directly or indirectly from the operation of the Airport.  The Forum shall not detract from the responsibility of the Airport’s management to manage the Airport.
