Carlisle Airport Forum
The Carlisle Airport Forum (the ‘Forum’) was established in 2006 and the inaugural meeting took place in November of that year.

The Forum is independently chaired by Mr Malcolm Bullough and conforms to the general principles for airport consultation with the local community established by the Department for Transport.

Resulting from the planning application for developments at the airport, submitted in October 2008 and for which consent was issued in March 2009, the Airport entered into a legally binding section 106 Agreement with Carlisle City Council.  This Agreement, amongst other things, places certain responsibilities on the Forum. These relate to the monitoring of environmental impacts (eg noise, biodiversity and surface access). 

The Agreement also broadens the membership of the Forum to include a wider spectrum of environmental interests.

The membership of the Forum is shown on this website together with its aims and terms of reference.  It will meet three times a year and produce an annual report. Minutes of meetings will also be posted on the website.
Members of the public are free to contact any member of the Forum if they wish to raise matters or find out more about its work. The composition of the Forum is so designed that everyone should find at least one member who represents them whether by sector, interest or constituency.
